Session has received a Pastoral email from PCANZ regarding assistance for 

the Hawke’s Bay area. 

St Andrew’s Church in Hastings has set up a service to bring equipment like 

generators, water pumps, water blasters and small diggers from around the 

country into Hawke’s Bay as part of the disaster response. 

Called genLend the service is a tangible way for people across the country to 

help power the recovery of Hawkes’ Bay communities.
